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English-In writing, we will be learning to write a persuasive piece of writing using the Primary Writing Project. We will continue to work hard to apply our phonics and grammar knowledge when we write too.  


We will continue to read through guided reading sessions every Wednesday focusing on reading strategies and comprehension questions! 


Could we do descriptive writing about a selection of dinosaurs? Can we write a letter to a famous person who likes animals?











Mathematics- This half term we will be learning all about fractions! In addition to this we will be continuing to develop fluency in multiplication and division





Which dinosaurs are the tallest? Could we complete a dinosaur hunt using coordinates?  Could we use shapes to make a dinosaur?

















Geography/History-The Jurassic forest topic allows for us to cover lots of history and geography this term!  


We will be using maps to learn where dinosaur fossils have been found. We will be looking at what the Jurassic Forest looked like a million years ago and will be comparing it to earth now. We will also be learning about Charles Darwin! When did dinosaurs live? What did they eat? Why did they become extint? What was their world like?





 








P.E- This half term we will be focussing on gymnastics, practising our rolls and jumps and building up a sequence! Make our own class dinosaur dance.








Global Learning-Our weekly Global Learning themes, which encompass British Values and PSHE, are stated on our School Newsletter every Friday. 





Science- This half term we will be studying animals including humans and in particular we will be learning about how humans and other animals (dinosaurs) are born, grow and change, and what we need to survive .In addition to this we will be learning about evolution, where dinosaurs were carnivores and herbivores and looking at how dinosaur teeth worked. We will continue to work on our investigation skills and have lots of fun exploring science through exciting experiments! 


Can we identify different dinosaur bones? Can we do an archaeological dig?








D&T / Art- We will be exploring a range of media such as charcoal, paint, pastels etc. We will continue to work on our drawing skills and begin to use textiles!  Make our own 3D dinosaur.
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Computing- We will be learning to create simple algorithms and debug programs. We will be using the beebots in a Jurassic based game and will be using paint to create dinosaur pictures. Can we create instructions on beebots for how to find a dinosaur?








Music- In music this half term the teaching and learning will be based around the song” I wanna play in a band”. Can we make music to sound like dinosaurs?














Religious Education-Through religious education we will continue to learn about and explore Christianity.  In particular we will be learning about Jesus the storyteller focussing on parables such as the lost sheep. 











Outdoor Learning-Through outdoor learning children will be given the opportunity to explore and learn from their surrounding environment. We will be taking ourselves outside for maths of the day. too.
