What have we been learning this week?


Literacy


In Literacy this week we began our next writing topic- non- chronological reports. We learned about their structure and why they exist. We worked hard to identify their key features such as headings, sub heading, generalisers and created a writer’s toolkit for a non- chronological report. The children are enjoying learning how to write a non-fiction piece of writing.   





Science 


This week we have worked hard to classify animals based on their diets. We even managed to place them in a Venn diagram!


Maths


The children have been working as hard as ever in maths this week. We have been learning all about 3D shapes, including their properties – faces (curved and flat), sides and vertices. We have been learning to reason with 3D shapes and have also dipped into some symmetry too!
