The check is 

designed to 

check 

children’s 

decoding 

skills to 

sound out 

and read 

words. 

There are 40 

words to 

read.



Class notices

Inside the book bag each day, please bring:

- Reading book (which the children will change when they 

have read)

- Reading record 

- High Frequency word/sound books (sent home soon)

- Also please ensure children bring their own water bottle 

each day. If possible, please can they not be placed in book 

bags as they may spill!

Children place their book bag on their peg and take out their reading record each day 

into a central place in the classroom.

The reading records are checked by staff daily. If there are any messages or letters, 

please place these in the reading record so we will see them. Thank you!
